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The Spanish Creed Speaking Leadership Development Event provides 7th, 8th and 9th grade FFA members
the opportunity to present the five legendary paragraphs of the FFA Creed in Spanish. Students are evaluated
based on presentation, accuracy and response to questions.

Eligibility

This event is open to active FFA members who are enrolled in Agricultural Education as a 7th, 8th, or 9th
grades. For Convention purposes, students may not enter either the Creed Speaking LDE and the Spanish
FFA Creed Speaking LDE in the same year at the state level. Only 2 participants per Chapter are allowed to
compete in the 7th to 9th grade division. An exhibition for 10-12th graders will also be offered (2 students per
school will be allowed to compete- this is an exhibition, only the top 5 participants at preliminaries will advance
to state convention. Students in grades 10th-12th will only compete in an “exhibition” and will not advance to
National Convention.

Event Procedure

The Spanish Creed Speaking CDE is limited to two (2) participants per chapter for the preliminaries;
participants must qualify in grades 7, 8, and 9.

A. No ranking will be provided for the preliminaries, but the top 8 individual placings will be be announced at
State Convention. The state winner will compete at the next national convention following their state qualifying
round.

B. Participants must be in FFA Official Dress for this event.

C. Three to eight competent and impartial persons will be selected to judge the event. At least one judge
should have an agricultural/FFA background and fluent in Spanish.



D. Participants will not be allowed to possess any personal electronic devices (i.e. cell phones, smart watches,
air pods, etc) other than those approved by event officials. Participants who possess personal electronic
devices without prior approval of the event officials will be disqualified from the event.

E. No advisor of a competing student may be present in the room during an LDE presentation.

Event Format

A. Participants must recite from memory the latest version of the FFA Creed in proper Spanish.

B. Each participant shall begin the presentation by stating, "The FFA Creed by E.M. Tiffany". When
reciting "El Credo de FFA", the FFA portion should be recited in the Spanish alphabet pronunciation
rather than the English alphabet pronunciation. Each LDE participant should end the presentation
with the statement "...that inspiring task. “Gracious". Additional or missed introductory and
concluding remarks will result in accuracy deductions of 2 points per word as indicated as
determined by the accuracy judge.

C. The event will include an oral presentation (presented in Spanish or English) and answering 3
critical thinking questions in Spanish or English. The judges will ask students prior if they prefer the
questions/responses in Spanish or English. The students will have 5 minutes to respond to the
questions in Spanish or English. There will be no time deductions for the questioning round or points
deducted for unanswered questions.

D. The event will be timed actively with 4 minutes to state the creed. After 4 minutes, the participant
will be deducted 1 point for every second over time.

E. Event officials will randomly determine the speaking order. No props are to be used.

F. At the time of the event, the judges will score each participant on the delivery of the creed using
the scoresheet provided.

G. Accuracy judges will record the number of recitation errors during delivery. For every word states
in the creed that is incorrect/added, there will be a 2 point deduction as determined by the accuracy
judge.

H. When participants have finished speaking, each judge will total the score of each speaker to
determine final ratings of participants.

I. No Ranking will be provided for the preliminary round, but the top 8 individuals will advance to
State Convention

SCORING

Scoring is completed using the scoresheet provided in the Creed Speaking LDE Presentation Rubric.
The top 8 scores from the room will advance to State Convention. The top 2 7th-9th graders at State



Convention will be eligible to compete at the National FFA Spanish Creed Invitational held during the
National FFA Convention.

Tie Breaker

Ties will be broken using the following procedure, unless otherwise noted by the CDE Chair:

1. Ties will be broken based on the greatest number of low ranks. Participant’s low ranks will be
counted and the participant with the greatest number of low ranks will be declared the winner. If a tie
still exists, then the event superintendent will rank the participant’s response to questions.

2. If a tie still exists, then the participant’s raw scores will be totaled. The participant with the greatest
total of raw points will be declared the winner

Awards
Awards will be presented during a session at the Delaware FFA State Convention.
